1. Call to Order and Welcome 

2. Approval of Agenda & February 15th, 2018 minutes

Motion moved by Laura Lebbon to approve the February 15th, 2018 minutes, seconded by Michelle Kershaw. All in favour. Motion approved. 

3. Administration Update
· School Principal, Sue Bergen provided a few school updates:
· Wildcats Logo:   SD23 has offered to update the DWE logo.  PAC members expressed their preference to see the wildcats mascot stay in place, however, an update to the logo would be helpful (in particular optimization of the logo for modern digital applications).
· Office Renovation:  The renovation of the school administration office has been approved and will begin this July.  The purpose of the renovation is to increase safety and line-of-sight to the street, entry vestibule, and the 3 main school corridors.
· Enrolment: Principal Bergen, shared she will be meeting with SD23 staff this week to discuss enrolment numbers for next year.  Early indications are DWE will need an additional 2 classrooms to accommodate increased enrolment.  Early discussions with SD23 have suggested there are no extra portables available and the music room may need to be converted into classrooms.  There was PAC discussion in support and against the potential conversion of the music room.  It was agreed, before proceeding with further discussion, Principal Bergen would report back to the PAC President when more is known about enrolment projections for next year.

4. Financial Update:
· Co-Treasurer’s Julie Haines and Renee Woolley provided the following updates:
· All expenses have been paid out with only approximately $12,000 outstanding to be paid (this includes hot lunch commitments).  
· Family fun night is expected to produce a small surplus which has not been budgeted.
· Overall, the PAC budget is on plan.
· Gaming funds must be spent within 2 years.  Approximately $7,300 in gaming funds remain which have been earmarked for the gaga pit.  Principal Bergen will contact SD23 staff again to determine the status of this project.  If there’s no action on the gaga pit, the PAC may have to reallocate the funds to another project.
