3. Administration Update
· School Principal, Sue Bergen provided a few school updates:
· Portables:   There will be a brand new portable that will be installed in very short order (before the school year ends).  Portables will be configured in a “community” layout.  
· Office Reno: Final checks are being done and work is going to begin in July.
· Staffing:  There are a few temporary and permanent positions that have not yet been filled with teaching staff for 2018/2019.  Further announcements will be coming soon.
· Enrolment: Longer term projections anticipate that demand for French Immersion will increase in the future.  Enrolment for 2018/2019 is looking favourable relative to the carry capacity of the school and the new portable.
· District Meeting:  SD23 is open to meeting with parents to discuss parent interest in future investment and planning for DWE (that takes into account our growing population and the constraints of DWE facilities).  It was agreed that the next school year (Sept/Oct) would be more ideal for parents and SD23 staff.
· Next PAC meeting Sue will bring an outline of principles and vision for potential 2018/2019 PAC funded projects.

4. Financial Update:
· Co-Treasurer’s Julie Haines provided the following updates:
· The proposed gaga pit project will be cancelled due to the lack of availability of labour to do the install.  Funds will be redirected to other equipment and permitted purchases under gaming guidelines.  Motion:  to remove the gaga pit from the commitment list.  Moved by Michelle Kershaw, seconded by Julie Haines.  All in favour.
· Estimated projections indicate that net contributions from PAC operations this year will be in $20,000 range.  This is in line with outcomes in previous fiscal years.
