Section #1 – Wish List and Ongoing Commitments
1. Overview of Section #1 items as proposed with details provided.
2. Removed:
· Line 3 - School Agenda’s (Administration will be funding)
· Line 4 - BizKids market supplies (Administration will be funding)
· Line 10 - New ground cover mulch (School district will be funding)

Section #2 - DWE Learning Plan
1. Presentation of STEM project stations for coding by Mme Mondor & Mme Pastinelli
1.1. The Osmo kits have been successful at other school, and some parents have also seen the Osmo kits in use, including a Oszbots kit ($1,600) that was not on the request.

2. iPads for Library reading programs (6x $400)
2.1. [bookmark: _GoBack]Some discussion on usefulness of iPads in a Library setting.  Consensus was that DWE’s Library is not taking advantage of technology and communication tools like other schools have.  Request comes directly from Librarian and iPads seen as a valuable research and learning tool for the Library.  PAC considered this item to fall under Section #1 as a wish list item

3. Read Naturally license - 30 licenses ($90).
3.1. Seen as valuable, but PAC considered this item to fall under Section #1 as a wish list item.
3.2. This is for the early reading program.  PAC values that this program takes place outside the regular classroom hours, and provides necessary additional literacy support.

Section #3 - Funding - Big Projects
1. Playground Equipment (climbing net)
1.1. Some concepts presented by Mary Berg
1.2. Would be in addition to existing play structure.
1.3. It was noted that repairs to existing playground structure will be completed when parts arrive.
1.4. New playground structure would likely need to be constructed in a different location than existing, as opposed to an expansion directly adjacent the existing.  Location TBD.

2. Gym Divider
2.1. Some options presented by Mary Berg
2.2. There are currently primary classes that get only 40min. of gym time per week.
2.3. Dividing the gym would allow for more programming of the K-3 grades.  Intermediate grades would most likely use the whole gym.
2.4. Simon Adams has personal experience with similar purchase at YMCA.  High level estimate at $30,000 - $50,000 for basic model.  YMCA project was completed for $50,000.

3. Other Big Ticket Projects
3.1. Group mural project - idea presented by Shannon Wilson.  Could be a mosaic of art created by the students that would form a bigger picture.
